Memoranda of Understanding were
signed between regional universities and
local governments. The collaboration
involves preparation and implementation
of joint projects within the framework of
the Erasmus+ Institutional Development
Project "The Role of Regional
Universities in Regional Development",
including research cooperation.
The parties agreed to deepen and
develop cooperation in the fields of
education and science.
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Two study visits (deterred in Dec2021
by strict lockdowns) at the University of
Santiago de Compostela (USC) and
Vytautas Magnus University (VMU)
took place in March 2022. Face-to-face
visits were focused on two main things
a)discussions on materials and details
for LLL courses and b) study visit with
the element of job shadowing with the
EU colleagues working on issues the
RURD project is interested in:
Cooperation and Coordination with
stakeholders, Internationalization, etc.
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At least two LLL courses prepared based
on cooperation with EU partners will be
available at 10 regional universities on
topics including Strategic Development
Plan; Internationalisation; University
3rd Mission; The role of university in
the regional development; Social
responsibility of the university - one of
the strategic goals;
Evaluation & Monitoring of a Strategic
Plan; Knowledge & Technology Transfer
as an eventual impact on Societal
Development.

The courses will be available to
different target groups including
university staff and representatives of
local government

The aim of the ERASMUS+ CBHE RURD project is to make GE regional
HEIs more relevant to the regions they are located and to serve as a basis
